It takes 

roughly one hour more to reach 

Brazil than one would need to fly 

from San Francisco to Taiwan or 

Hong Kong; add a few more 

hours and you will arrive in 

Johannesburg, South Africa. 

Others have asked why we are 

focusing on these particular 

places? Brazil and South Africa 

are known for their high crime 

rates where people’s hearts are 

hardened and are focused on 

making money, and not 

particularly interested in the 

Gospel in general. However, we 

know that everyone needs the 

saving grace of our Lord Jesus 

Christ. May our Lord soften 

these hard hearts towards the 

Gospel and may they bear many 

seeds through the mercy of our 

Lord. 

Brothers and sisters have 

also expressed, “I don’t know 

anything, so what can I do?” We
