There will be another
four families closing their shops
by the end of the year and
moving back to China. These
changes initially caused the
monthly Bible study fellowship
to change to meeting every three
months, and now are going to
stop indefinitely. This significant
change makes us aware of the
urgency of spreading the Gospel.
We don’t know when the door
will be closed and opportunities
disappear. Let’s pray for the
Chinese in Middelburg and that
the Lord will reopen the door in
the future.

Brothers and sisters in
Pretoria are also affected. A few
Fu Qing families moved to Cape
Town to open shops hoping this

will open a new way for them to
do business. Most of them are
managed by the children of
Pretoria church members. With
the new environment and not
knowing anyone, they are facing
unexpected difficulties and as a
result they have no time to attend
church on Sundays. Their parents
are worried about them not going
to church, but they
L cannot help. Rev

these young people
there.
In Rustenburg a few
families also moved
back to China and a few more are
already putting their house on the
market. The attendance at church
has dropped a bit and Rev. Wu is
working hard to encourage them
to put their trust in God. Please
join us in prayer that the Lord
will send workers to shepherd
them at this difficult times and
that they will learn to be content
whatever the circumstances.
