So far,
they’ve finished 22 lessons. Each of the three brothers is unique in their own way, yet they
live and serve together in unity. We are especially thankful, through prayer and God’s help,
that Brother Charles quitted smoking and wants to serve the Lord instead. Brother Alen
works quietly and faithfully at church. He also ministers to students in the youth fellowship
wholeheartedly. Even more admirable is Brother Alex who decided to serve the God with his
wife despite suffering from unemployment!
