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Mark 11:2-5 Jesus... saying to them, “Go to the village ahead of you, and just as you enter
it, you will find a colt tied there, which no one has ever ridden. Untie it and bring it here.
3 If anyone asks you, ‘Why are you doing this?’ say, ‘The Lord needs it and will send it
back here shortly.””
Zechariah 9:9 “Rejoice greatly, Daughter Zion! Shout, Daughter Jerusalem! See, your
king comes to you, righteous and victorious, lowly and riding on a donkey, on a colt, the
foal of a donkey.”

A wonderful message lifted us up during our deputation trip. We are very thankful to
Mr. and Mrs. Chieh-Wei Chang who brought us to a church service where we heard The
Lord Shall Use you. The sermon contents include: A) used by God is not a sacrifice but a
privilege; B) used by God is not a sacrifice but an honor; C) used by God requires
humility and obedience; D) therefore, seize every opportunity to serve Him.

Just as God has promised that Jesus would come and
ride on a “colt,” recorded in the book of Zechariah, so shall missionaries (apostles), an
important part of the body of Christ, fulfill the Great Commission. Arise! Oh churches!
May we carry on the missions and spread the Gospel to the ends of the earth.

While we visited California, people told us about recently approved AB1266. This
Assembly Bill will permit public school students to “participate in sex-segregated ...
programs and activities, including... use facilities consistent with his or her gender
identity, irrespective of the gender listed on the pupil’s records.” This means boys and
girls are allowed to share showers, locker rooms or bathrooms according to their own
gender choice starting January 1, 2014. Not long ago, California Supreme Court ruled
against the backers of Proposition 8 gay marriage ban. With these provisions in the book
we can’t imagine what will happen to the children -- higher possibly of facing gender
confusion and its serious side-effects.
