Happy New Year from 
CIM Canada. We want to 
wish each one of you a 
wonderful 2018. May God 
bless you in all that you 
do. 

2018 shapes up to be 
an exciting year for CIM 
Canada. Not only will we 
continue our cross-cultural 
ministries in the West 
African countries of Ghana 
and Togo, but we will begin 
working with the Romas of 
Western Ukraine. In 
June of 2017, we sent 
an exploratory team to 
see how viable it 
would be for CIM to 
venture into this part 
of the world to share 
the gospel of Jesus 
Christ. The results 
came back positive 
and at our Board of Director 
meetings in October, it was 
approved that 
we begin 
ministry with 
the Romas in 
2018. 

I would 
like to reflect 
back on 2017 
and share 
how God has 
blessed us and used us over 
the last 12 months at CIM 
Canada. 

It appears that the effects 
of the 2014 Ebola outbreak in 

West Africa has finally 
neutralized. After a few years 
where there were heightened 

concerns about the safety of 
STM teams traveling to 

Ghana and Togo resulting in 
much fewer teams going. 

CIM sent 5 teams to Ghana 
with 1 team to both Ghana 
and Togo, composed of 28 
STM’ers from Australia and 
Canada. I had the privilege of

1. Pray for Rev. Douglas and 
Whitney Wu’s Feb 18 — 
Mar 9 trip to Taiwan for 
medical visits. They will 
also be visiting the Shi Pai 
Friendship Church and 
Yonghe Church. Ask the 
Lord for His blessings. 

2. Pray for smooth 
arrangement of Rev. 
Douglas and Whitney’s 
Apr 3 — June 19 trip to the 
U.S. for their furlough. 

3. Pray for Alex  Ko to serve 
alongside Rev. Wu in all 
ministries. 

4. Ask the Lord to help 
believers of each church to 
be able to lean on Him in 
this political and civil 
instability and bless their 
comings and goings. 

5. Happy Kids and Teens 
began their new school 
year, with 280 students 
enrolled. Because of a lack 
of space, the dining hall 
had to be used for 
classroom space,  please 
pray for safety. 

6. Intercede for the church in 

Belo Horizonte that the Lord 
will equip children Sunday 
school teachers and pray for 
the young adults who are 
serving will be encouraged. 

7. Ask God to lead the believers 
in the Salvador church to 
desire to study the Bible more 
and to learn to complement 
each other’s ministry. 

8. Pray for the church in Recife 
recently there were brothers 
and sisters returning to China, 
coming down with illnesses, 
and being pre-occupied with 
the stores business that the 
church has gone by several 
weeks without meetings. Ask 
God to make them understand 
to persevere and not stop 
gathering. This flock earnestly 
needs a shepherd to lead them. 
Ask the Lord to open a way. 

9. Pray for the elders and 
coworkers at the church in 
Porto Alegre that they will 
complement their serving 
together. Ask God to guard 
and strength their hearts. 

10. Pray for the various ministries 
in Ghana and Togo. Ask the 

Lord to raise up more brothers 
and sisters to join in these 
cross-cultural STM trips to 
share the gospel with the West 
Africans. 

11. Pray for the new cross-cultural 
ministries in the Roma people 
(gypsies) of Ukraine. 

12. CIM’s Executive Director and 
the Vice Chair of the Board of 
Directors will be heading to 
South Africa in March for a 
field visit. They will also be 
officiating the commissioning 
ceremony for Alex and Nicole 
Ko. Ask the Lord to bless 
everything to run smoothly. 

13. Ask God to bless coworkers 
on the home front with 
wisdom; that they will  
accomplish what the Lord has 
bestowed upon us. 

14. Ask God to prepare new co-

workers to join in the serving. 
15. Intercede for the planning, and 

connecting of STM trips to 
Brazil, South Africa, and West 
Africa next year.
