The purpose of starting the
Chinese International Missions,
CIM, was to mobilize the Chi-
nese churches in the U.S. and
Canada to partner in missions
together. This often mean first
bearing Christ’s witness among
the overseas Chinese and then
proceeding to do cross culture
missions with other people
groups. Rev. Clarence Pi be-
lieved that this would lead to
changes in world evangelization
like no other. In reality, CIM has
taken inspired the Chinese world-
wide to bring about a transfor-
mation in world missions from
South America (Brazil, Uruguay,
Chile, Argentina*, and Para-
guay*) to Europe (Germany,
England*, Norway*, and Swe-
den*) and to Africa (South Afri-
ca, Ghana, Togo, and Lesotho*).
During the inaugural celebration
of CIM in June 1994, more than
200 pastors, coworkers, brothers
and sisters in the Bay Area gath-
ered together and offered thanks-
giving for this privilege that the
Lord had bestowed, reveling in
the testimony of God’s power.
