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Manaus

Our first stop in Brazil was
Manaus on the country’s north-
western side, and it just hap-
pened to be the last day of Rev.
Loo’s free clinic medical team.
There were quite a few Chinese

immigrants among the 1.7 mil-
lion inhabitants of this city. The
older group of Chinese hail
mainly from Taiwan while the
newer group comes from China
but they all engage in small
businesses. There was only one
Chinese Presbyterian Church in
downtown, currently without a
pastor (rumor had it that be-
cause of the hot temperatures in
Manaus, no preacher is willing
to go there to serve on a perma-
nent basis). And yet, the broth-
ers and sisters there all possess
a heart of simple faith and pure
love and dedication for the
Lord.

During the Sunday service,
the Holy Spirit miraculously
poured down and caused the
brothers and sisters to weep,
even the sister who was trans-
lating the message for Rev. Ho
into Portuguese could only con-
tinue in tears. At the end of the
worship, the entire congrega-
tion applauded without prompt-
ing. Praise God for the special

anointing of the Holy Spirit. This
showed that God truly loves this
small church even though it is
without a pastor to lead these
young believers.

Rev. Ho held small group
discussions during the evening
» sessions and was
met with much en-
thusiasm. A young
seeker decided to
follow the Lord
during one of these
services. The hymns
sung during the
gathering were very
touching and the
choir members sang
with all their hearts.
In particular, a Chi-
nese hymn called “Fellow Trav-
eler” that brought forth the Holy
Spirit’s anointing.

Rev. Ho also gave us time to
share when the timing was right.
Kai Wen shared from the scien-
tific point of view and Carolyn
mainly shared about “Reading
the Bible in Oneness”. It was a
delight that when sharing about
the importance of reading the
entire Bible on a daily and order-
ly fashion, a sister immediately
volunteered to start a Bible read-
ing group. The next day Carolyn
went to visit her to encourage her
to promote a Bible speed-reading
group. This will enable the sisters
to be closer to the Lord as well as
increase their communication
and unity among each other.

During the Sunday school
ministry Carolyn suggested to
round up the mothers of the chil-
dren, train them to be the teach-
ers, take turns teaching 15-20
minutes every month to develop
this ministry and not merely
teaching the kids music and sing-
ing. It is not until the mothers’

spiritual lives begin to grow can
the teaching be expanded to crafts,
activities, and singing. This way
there will not even be any need to
hire a music teacher from outside.

Among the congregation there
was a brother who accepted Christ
many years ago but had never fer-
vently sought the Lord. As a single
man, he needed encouragement.
Another member was widowed at
a young age and she used to wor-
ship idols. After she accepted
Christ, often times she was not
able to concentrate. These believ-
ers all need the church to continue
to pray and encourage them.

5. Unstable public safety, break-ins, and
robberies continue to take place in
South Africa. Please earnestly pray for
the country.
